New Delhi: The regulatory framework of the University Grants Commission (UGC) 
will undergo revamp to enhance the quality of higher education in India, the 
government said on Thursday. 
  
The NITI Aayog has been assigned to recommend measures for improvement in 
the regulatory framework of the UGC, Minister of State for Human Resource 
Development Mahendra Nath Pandey informed the Rajya Sabha.  
  
In a written reply Sh. Pandey informed the upper house "The objectives of this 
task are to examine and improve the existing higher education regulatory 
framework in line with contemporary national and global requirements and to 
enhance the quality of higher education in India,". He also mentioned  the NITI 
Aayog along with the Department of Higher Education, Ministry of Human 
Resource Development (MHRD) and the UGC were assigned the task of finalising a 
regulatory framework for setting up of 20 world-class institutions. 
  
The guidelines will suggest the roadmap for implementation of the regulatory 
framework. The identification/selection of the institutes for world class 
institutions will be made only after the guidelines and regulations are finalised 
and notified," minister address that "The draft regulations and guidelines for the 
same have been placed in the public domain for comments,".

 Washington, Once a distant possibility, solar power is a game changer for developing countries that are swiftly embracing this 
clean, renewable source of energy to close their electricity access gaps and meet climate change mitigation goals.  

 

Just the past year is a clear sign of that shift. 

 

For the first time, renewable sources of energy have overtaken coal in terms of cumulative installed power capacity in the world. In 
2015, an all-time record 153 gigawatts (GW) of capacity was added through renewables, with photovoltaic solar - which includes 
mini-grids and rooftop solar systems - accounting for nearly a third (49 GW) of the addition, according to the International Energy 
Agency. In other words, about half a million solar panels were installed every day around the world last year. 

 

That number is growing. In fact, global electricity capacity from renewable sources of energy is projected to increase by 42 percent, 
or 825 GW, by 2021, with solar power expected to play a major role in reaching that goal.                                      Read more……
